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Overview
Map views are changed to allow selection of areas for territories, labelling, viewing extent of data and so on.

The current map view is automatically saved and restored on exit and opening of the application.

The current map view can be saved, given a name and recalled at any time by selection from a drop down list containing named map views. This allows the building up of a series of standard map views, per-project needs and so on for consistent map production, copying, sharing and viewing for example.
A number of tools exist to change the map view directly and have menu, mouse, toolbar and keyboard equivalents as well as map views being changed by result of search and applying data to the map.

The following lists what type of map view change to effect.. and what options there are to achieve it.

Change of view options
View entire map

This will zoom out to show the entire coverage of all postcode map boundaries, essentially all of Australia and islands and offshore territories with a postcode.

Menu:  use View|All
Keyboard: press <SHIFT>A
Toolbar: click [image: image2.bmp] from the view group [image: image3.png]MR QR e & e ¥




View previous map

This will change to see any prior map view since opening the application in the current session. Typically used for when making zoom mistake and recover to previous view.

Menu:  use View|Previous
Keyboard: press <SHIFT>P
Toolbar: click [image: image4.png]

Zoom in and Out

This will zoom in, or out, on the current map centre point.
Menu:  use View|Zoom In
Menu:  use View|Zoom Out
Keyboard: press <SHIFT>I 

Keyboard: press <SHIFT>O
Toolbar: click [image: image6.png]=)

Move map around keeping same view size
Move the map to the left, right,, etc but keep the map view size the same.
To move the map strictly in the 4 map edge directions with some overlap between them..

Menu:  use View|Zoom Left 

Menu:  use View|Zoom Right 

Menu:  use View|Zoom Up
Menu:  use View|Zoom Down
Keyboard: press <SHIFT><left arrow> 
Keyboard: press <SHIFT><right arrow> 
Keyboard: press <SHIFT><up arrow> 
Keyboard: press <SHIFT><down arrow>

-- or – to move the map in ANY direction by ANY amount up to the map size

Then click and hold mouse on any point on the map, move to new location and release.
View currently selected postcodes 

This will zoom to show the exact area covered by the currently selected postcodes (eg result of search, value range selection etc)
Menu:  use View|Using Selections
Keyboard: press <SHIFT>S 

Toolbar: click [image: image12.png]
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If there are no postcodes that are currently selected the map view does not change.

View postcodes colour coded by value

This will zoom to show the exact area covered by the postcodes that have a current value and colour code (eg from Map|Values|Add)
Menu:  use View|Using Selections

Keyboard: press <SHIFT>V 

If there are no postcodes with current values the map view does not change.

View currently highlighted postcodes

This will zoom to show the exact area covered by currently highlighted postcodes.
Menu:  use View|Using Highlights

Keyboard: press <SHIFT>H 

If there are no postcodes with current highlights the map view does not change.

View postcodes covered by a table

This will zoom to show the exact area covered by any selected table. The postcodes contained within the table are used to determine the map view based on relating those postcodes to the map. No change to map content is made, only the view, if valid postcodes are found.
Menu:  use View|Using Table

Keyboard: press <SHIFT>T 

Select the required table from the list and press Show Extent
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If there are no postcodes with current values the map view does not change.

Zooming into any area within the current map view

If you can see the area of interest within the current map view (eg South East corner of QLD when viewing all of Australia) then you can zoom directly into that (or any) area using the following actions.

Toolbar: click [image: image15.png]| &

Move the mouse to one (eg top left) corner of the area of interest, click and hold the left mouse button and move to the opposite corner of the area of interest and a small moving frame will track the mouse movement showing the area being selected.

The actual view will be the closest shape (keeping aspect ratio) as the current map window.

As any map view you can continue to zoom further in to refine the area to continually smaller one.

If a mistake is made, or another choice needs to be made just use <SHIFT>P to reselect any previous view(s) and redo if necessary.

Finding a postcode or suburb 

Regardless of the current map view to change to where any given postcode or suburb use Map|Search|Postcode or Suburb or press <CTRL>F to show the postcode and suburb search window.

In the case of searching by postcode enter the postcode and press Search and then click on search result in the results area to change the map view to that location.

In the case of searching by suburb name enter the name and press Search. If the name exists in 2 or more locations all the possibilities will be listed. Select the one required and the map view will change to that location.
	Search by postcode
	Search by suburb name
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On selection of the search result the map view will change to show the selected location AND the nearest capital city. 

Press Close to close the search window (if you have the result required) and then the map is free for further map view changes or refinements.
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The postcode is set to selected status (white pattern) so you can use <SHIFT>S to view that selection to zoom into that individual postcode. If necessary use <SHIFT>O to further zoom out and centre the view on the required area and to a size that suits.
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Search options: 

Tick “Add label” if you would like your current custom postcode label to be added to that location. Whenever you then click on any search result the label will be automatically added as well as the map view changed.

Tick “Clear previous selections” to ensure the current search result is the only currently selected postcode so when using <SHIFT>S it will zoom only into that postcode.

Uncheck  “Clear previous selections” to add this as a selected postcodes to any other currently selected postcodes. This is useful to build up a set of specific locations so after the last search is made then multiple required postcodes are currently selected which might be convenient for a single <SHIFT>S to then view the whole group.
Save and restore any map view by name
Save and name the current map view which can be restored at any time simply by selecting the name from a list.
To save a view..

Menu:  use View|Save As|Using current view..
Keyboard: press <SHIFT>D

If any view of the same name exists it will be replaced with this save. If this is a new view then it will be added to the list of currently saved views.

To use a view..
Select the name from the dropdown list (1st dropdown above the map) and the view will change to the area that this name was saved with.
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To rename or delete view..

To rename or delete any views use menu View|Manage which will display a popup window with the list of views and management options. Select any view and then option to rename or delete.
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
