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Overview
Groups of postcodes (and suburbs in optional suburb layer for Postcode Professional) can be grouped together into a ‘territory’ which is given a common colour coding and saved by name.

Territories are defined by a list of postcodes (or, optionally postcodes+suburb).

Territories can be any combination of postcodes, in any shape and may or may not be allowed to overlap other territories.

Territory contents can also be exported to multiple column formats for sharing the postcode and suburb records with other applications or databases.
Defining a new territory by mouse

The essential steps are:
1. Zoom the map view into an area of interest (see guide “Map views”)

2. Select the postcodes of interest (see guide “Selecting”)

3. Save the current selection as a territory

To save a current map selection as a territory use menu Territory|Save As|From map selection or keyboard shortcut <CTRL>T to display the window below
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Enter the name of the territory to be created, if a territory of that name already exists it will be replaced with the new definition.

Press the Generate New Style to create a new random style, alternatively click on the graphic to define a custom style (hint use “Back colour” only for solid fill colours)

Press Save Now to save the territory, it will be added to the list of names available for reselection, display and export.

Note: Tick “and remove areas from any existing territories” which will ensure the current postcodes are removed from any other existing terrirories ensuring the postcodes are uniquely allocated only to this new territory. This is handy in the case of creating a 3rd new unique territory from the areas of 2 other pre-existing territories for example.

Editing a current territory 

To change the contents of a single territory by clicking on any postcode use Territory|Edit|Add or Remove which will display 
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1. Select the name of the territory to be edited from the dropdown list

2. Confirm the mode of editing to be either “Add to” or “Remove From”
3. While this window is open click on any postcode which will do the edit required

4. Press Close when finished

Note: Ensure the window is closed immediately when editing is no longer needed as the territory files are immediately modified and saved on each mouse click whilever this window is open.

Exporting territory content

To export the contents, postcodes and suburbs (if required) for any territories use menu option Territory|Export to display the following window

1. Select the column format required, in this case 3 columns will be generated “Territory,Postcode,Suburb” 
2. Select the scope of the territory list to be used, in this case “All Territories”
3. Select where to send the exported information, in this case “Text File” which is the recommended format

4. Press “Export Now” which will generate the columns and records required.

Note: An internal detailed postcode-suburb table is used to generate as many suburb records as required (if selected) even if only the whole-of-postcode is used at the territory definition level.
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
